(economic rationalism or neo-liberalism)
	Economic globalisation refers to the increasing occurrence, speed and intensity of production, trading and financial exchange between individuals and bodies across global distances.  This is a process which has developed over centuries, even millennia, but is taken by many analysts (although not all – see, for example, Hirst & Thompson, 1996) to have accelerated and intensified significantly in the post-war period and in particular over the last twenty to thirty years. 	Anti-Terrorism Act 2005
	The laws significantly impact on fundamental human rights enshrined in both Australian common law and international law – the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (1966).  This includes the right to be free from arbitrary detention, and the presumption of innocence.  These rights are essential to a citizen’s due process before the law, and fundamental to the judicial processes of western liberal democracies.  A Bill of Rights would ensure a separation of civil citizenship (courts) and political citizenship (laws) and preserve citizen rights.

	Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation
	Established in 1989 to promote open trade and economic cooperation among Asia-Pacific economies.

	Environmental sustainability
	Economic and social development that avoided pollution, conserved non-renewable energy forms, such as oil, and in general did not create future problems for which there were no easily available solutions.  Aka sustainable development.

	Fair Trade
	Fair Trade charities try to make sure the farmers get the best price for their crops in the poorer parts of the world.

	Free market
	Economic trade between states without tariff or other restrictions

	Free Trade Agreement (FTA)
	An agreement between two or more states to reduce or eliminate trade barriers between themselves, but who maintain their own individual tariffs to other states.

	G20
	The Group of Twenty Finance Ministers and Central Bank Governors is a group of finance ministers and central bank governors from economies comprising 85% of global gross national product, 80% of world trade and 2/3 of the world population.  Includes Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Canada, China, France, Germany, India, Indonesia, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Russia, Saudi Arabia, South Africa, South Korea, Turkey, United Kingdom and United States.

	Globalisation
	An idea that emerged in the 1980s to refer to and/or explain the impact of new patterns of economic, political and cultural activity, especially those relying on communications technology and the rapid flow of finance capital.  The world is said to be shrinking, creating a single, expanded, globalising free market and removing the need for nation states.

“The compression of the world through intensified cross-national circulation of money (capital), goods and services (products), ideas and symbols (information) and people (labour)” (Germov and Poole 2007, p. 344)

	Globalisation, economic
(economic rationalism or neo-liberalism)
	Economic globalisation refers to the increasing occurrence, speed and intensity of production, trading and financial exchange between individuals and bodies across global distances. 	Gross Domestic Product (GDP)

	Human Development Index (HDI)
	A measure of social progress reflecting income, education and life expectancy.

	International Bill of Human Rights
	An informal name given to two international treaties and one General Assembly resolution established by the United Nations.  It consists of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (adopted in 1948), the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (1966) with its two Optional Protocols and the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (1966).  The two covenants entered into force in 1976, after a sufficient number of countries had ratified them.

	International law
	Implicit and explicit agreements that bind together nation-states in adherence to recognised values and standards.  Managed by representative governments of the United Nations and does not have the same power of compulsion as does the domestic law within any given country.

	International Monetary Fund (IMF)
	International organisation overseeing the global financial system (eg, stabilises exchange rates) and offers highly leveraged loans mainly to poorer countries.

	Internationalism
	Political equality movement advocating greater political and economic cooperation between nations.

	Local industry protectionism
	Restraining trade between states, through tariffs/quotas, to discourage imports and to protect local industry.

	Multi-national (trans-national) corporations
	A company that operates from a home base in one country with subsidiaries in others where they lie outside the control of local governments. 	Nation-state
	An idea about the relationship between certain communities defined by language, religion or ethnicity and their governments who exercise authority over a defined geographic area.

	Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD)
	International organisation of 30 developed countries with high-income economies with a human development index (HDI) that accepts the principles of representative democracy and free-market economy.

	Qualitative data
	Main type of qualitative data collection include interactive interviewing (people asked to verbally describe their experiences of phenomenon), written descriptions by participants (people asked to write descriptions of their experiences of phenomenon), and observation (descriptive observations of verbal and non-verbal behaviour).  Qualitative data is often used to gauge public concern for the environment.

	Quantitative data
	This type of data results in numerical information on the ‘quantity’ or amount of what is being studied.  For example, how much of something or how frequently something occurs.  Quantitative data is often used by the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) to identify social trends by determining how many people feel a certain way about a particular issue.

	Social sustainability
	Development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs (eg, combination of social, economic and environmental considerations).  Includes protection of human rights, labor rights and corporate governance.

	Tariff
	An import tax to ‘protect’ locally produced goods or services from competition by overseas goods or services.  The tax is passed on to the consumer.

	World Trade Organisation (WTO)
